Art Exhibit Features Plastinized Human Bodies

(KCPW News) Beginning in September, museum visitors in Utah will have the opportunity to take a closer look at the
human body - REAL human bodies. The Leonardo is bringing "Body Worlds 3: The Story of the Heart" to Salt Lake 
City.

"It is almost taking the cover off to really see all of the circuitry and muscles, everything, using a plastination 
method that is a revelation and at the same time is displayed so artistically and beautifully that it really causes 
incredible wonder about the miracle of the human body," says Leonardo Executive Director Mary Tull.

Tull says the exhibit is "world class" and links art with science. It features the inner workings of the body's skeletal,
muscular, circulatory, nervous, immune, digestive, and respiratory systems. Tull says in addition to drawing art
lovers; "Body Worlds 3" will be used as an educational tool.

"We're obviously working with schools already to start scheduling field trips for grades fifth grade on up. There will
be curriculum materials, pre-visit, post-visit, those kind of things," says Tull. "Then for the visitor, we'll have films
and we'll have symposiums. We will be working with UHC. Their staff doctors and nurses will be doing things for
public education as well." 

The specimens in "Body Worlds" are created from a process called plastination, where the fluids in the body are 
replaced with chemicals that harden and preserve the body. It has drawn record numbers in museums across the
country. In total, more than 25 million people worldwide have viewed the exhibit since it opened in Japan in 1996.
"Body Worlds 3" opens at the Leonardo September 19th. 
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
